During the event, Nagasaki's Shinchi Chinatown 
and surrounding parts of the city center, including 
Hama-ichi and Kankodori, are decorated with 
around 15,000 Chinese lanterns, painting Nagasaki 
in the glorious colors of China. In addition, both 
large and small lantern displays can be enjoyed, 
with some of the zodiac animal displays reaching 
around eight meters in size.

This dance is thought to have origi-
nated from China as a rain-making 
ritual to ensure a good harvest. Wear-
ing traditional Chinese clothing, 
participants call out to the clouds, 
attempting to make it rain, as they 
manipulate the 20 meter long dragon 
trying to swallow up the moon.

These Lion Dances are characterized 
by the use of richly colored Chinese 
costumes and uniquely Chinese 
percussion instruments. Acrobatic 
dancing and energy-filled rhythms 
make this a must-see event.
